A Level success 

This year’s A-Level 
results were excellent. 
97% of students 
achieved at least three 
grades A*-E, with 80% 
of grades at A*-C, 
over 50% at A*-B, and 
more than a quarter at A* or A. Every student who 
studied the Welsh Baccalaureate successfully achieved 
the qualification.  These results reflect the resilience 
of our students and the hard work of our staff. We 
are extremely proud of their success, including Stef 
Maurer and Aoife Williams who are going on to study 
at Oxford University.  Special recognition must go to 
Stef for her incredible achievement of 6 A*s. Our best 
wishes go to all the pupils who are leaving us to take 
the next step in their lives, with heartfelt thanks for their 
contribution to the school over the past seven years.

Llwyddiant TGAU

Gwobrwywyd disgyblion Blwyddyn 11 am eu gwaith caled 
trwy sicrhau canlyniadau TGAU a BTEC gwych unwaith eto 
eleni. Cynhaliwyd safonau uchel yn y pynciau craidd gyda 
thraean o’r flwyddyn (68 o ddisgyblion) yn derbyn A*-A yn 
Mathemateg a dros 80% o’r disgyblion yn ennill gradd A*-C 
yn y Gymraeg, Saesneg a Gwyddoniaeth.  Roedd hefyd 
yn braf gweld 80% o ddisgyblion yn sicrhau o leiaf 5 gradd 
A*-C, a 30 o ddisgyblion yn cael o leiaf 10 gradd A*-A. Yn 
ogystal, cyflawnodd cyfanswm o 59 (29%) o ddisgyblion 
5 neu’n fwy o raddau A* neu A ar draws ystod o bynciau.  

Dywedodd Mr Rhys Angell Jones:

“Rydym yn hynod falch o ganlyniadau’r garfan hon o ddisgyblion 
ac yn ymfalchïo yn y ffaith falch bod cymaint o ddisgyblion 
Blwyddyn 11 wedi ennill y graddau uchaf eto eleni. Mae hyn yn 
dangos gwaith caled y disgyblion a’r berthynas gadarnhaol sy’n 
bodoli rhyngddynt a’r staff sydd wedi ymrwymo’n gyson yn eu 
hymdrechion i roi’r cyfleoedd gorau i’n disgyblion fod y gorau y 
gallant fod.  Rydyn ni’n edrych ymlaen at weithio gyda nhw wrth 
iddynt ymuno â’n chweched dosbarth bywiog a llwyddiannus” 

Success at GCSE

Year 11 pupils were rewarded for their hard work by once 
again achieving excellent GCSE and BTEC results this year. 
High standards were maintained in core subjects, with a third 
of the year group (68 pupils) receiving A-A in Mathematics, 
and over 80% of pupils achieving grades A-C in Welsh, 
English, and Science. It was also pleasing to see that 80% of 
pupils secured at least 5 A*-C grades, and 30 pupils achieved 
at least 10 A*-A grades. Additionally, a total of 59 pupils (29%) 
achieved 5 or more A* or A grades across a range of subjects.

Mr Rhys Angell Jones said:

“We are extremely proud of the results achieved by this cohort 
of pupils and take great pride in the fact that so many Year 11 
pupils have once again earned the highest grades this year. 
This reflects the pupils’ hard work and the positive relationship 
that exists between them and the staff, who are consistently 
committed in their efforts to provide the best opportunities for 
our pupils to be the best they can be. We look forward to working 
with them as they join our vibrant and successful sixth form.”
