Mae gennym safle newydd i’r bysiau felly bydd disgyblion sydd yn teithio ar fws yn dod mewn i’r ysgol o Port Road. Bydd disgyblion sydd yn cerdded yn dod mewn trwy’r hen fynedfa. Bydd staff ar ddyletswydd i dywys disgyblion yn y dyddiau cyntaf.

Bwyd

Bydd y ffreutur yn darparu bwyd poeth ac oer. Bydd pob blwyddyn yn cael cyfnod o 20 munud i fwyta yn y ffreutur, cyn mynd tu allan. Nid oes ffynhonnau dwr felly bydd angen potel o ddwr ar bob disgybl. Ni fydd bwyd ar gael o’r ffreutur amser egwyl felly bydd angen disgyblion i ddod â bwyd gyda nhw. 

Mygydau/Diogelwch

Y cyngor gan Brif Swyddog Meddygol Cymru ar hyn o bryd yw bod pob aelod o’r cyhoedd sydd dros 11 oed yn gwisgo gorchuddion wyneb lle nad oes modd cadw pellter cymdeithasol, gan gynnwys ysgolion a bysiau ysgol.
Fel canlyniad, pan fydd disgyblion a staff yn dychwelyd i’r ysgol, bydd disgwyl bod pawb yn gwisgo gorchudd wyneb:
1. Ar drafnidiaeth ysgol
2. Pan yn cyrraedd a gadael y safle
3. Amser egwyl a chinio
4. Pan yn cerdded rhwng gwersi
Ni fydd hi’n orfodol i wisgo gorchudd wyneb mewn gwersi ond bydd y penderfyniad terfynol gyda’r athro/athrawes. Yn ôl y canllawiau diweddaraf, ni ddylid cyffwrdd blaen y gorchudd ond dylid eu tynnu o’r ochrau. (h.y yr elastig sydd yn mynd o amgylch y clustiau). Dylid golchi dwylo yn syth ac yna taflu gorchuddion dros dro i’r bin. Ar gyfer gorchuddion eraill, mae angen eu cadw mewn bag plastig gellir mynd cartref gyda hwy, ac yna golchi eu dwylo unwaith eto cyn mynd i’r ystafell ddosbarth. Os fydd plentyn yn gwrthod gwisgo mwgwd  byddwn yn cysylltu gyda’r rhiant/gwarcheidwad yn syth. Gofynnwn i chi ebostio’r ysgol os ydych yn credu bod eich plentyn methu gwisgo gorchudd wyneb.

Dosbarthiadau

Bydd dosbarthiadau CA3 yn aros mewn ardaloedd dynodedig, er mwyn cadw o fewn ‘swigen’ cymaint â phosib. Fe welwch yn yr atodiad y lleoliadau ar gyfer blynyddoedd 8 i 13. Bydd angen i’r disgyblion fynd i’w hystafelloedd yn syth wrth gyrraedd yr ysgol ar y diwrnod cyntaf. 

Offer

Bydd angen câs pensiliau llawn gydag offer priodol (gan gynnwys glud os yn bosib) ac fe awgrymir gosod potel bach o hylif diheintio yn y câs neu yn y bag ysgol. Ni fydd yn bosib i fenthyg offer gan yr ysgol.

Diogelwch

Mae’r ysgol wedi cwblhau asesiad risg trylwyr er mwyn diogelu disgyblion a staff. Atgoffir disgyblion o’r trefniadau ar eu diwrnod cyntaf yn ôl. Mae angen parhau i olchi dwylo yn drylwyr a defnyddio hylif diheintio. Disgwylir i ddisgyblion i gadw cadw pellter rhesymol tra mewn mannau cyhoeddus o amgylch yr ysgol a cherdded yn drefnus mewn un llinell lle bo’n bosibl. 

Ymweld â’r Ysgol 

Ar hyn o bryd, nid yw’n bosibl i rieni fynychu’r ysgol heb wneud apwyntiad o flaen llaw. I wneud apwyntiad i siarad gyda phennaeth blwyddyn, gofynnwn yn garedig i chi ffonio’r ysgol er mwyn gwneud apwyntiad.

Dear Parent/Guardian

We look forward to welcoming out pupils back to school. There have been exciting developments with the new buildings, and the new sports centre is certainly impressive. Below, you will find a number of points about arrangements (old and new) that will be of use to you:

Timings

There has been no change to the times of day at school. We begin at 8.30 in the morning and finish at 3.05 in the afternoon.

Transportation

We have a new area for buses so pupils who travel by bus will enter the site from Port Road. Pupils who walk to school will enter through the main entrance. There will be staff available to guide pupils for the first few days. 

Food

The canteen will provide hot and cold food. Each year group will have a 20 minute period to eat in the canteen before going outside. There are no water fountains so pupils will need to bring their own bottles of water. The canteen will not be serving food at break time so pupils will need to bring their own food. Please use ParentPay to load money onto your child’s fob, as we are not able to accept cash due to COVID-19 restrictions. 

Face coverings

Current advice from the Chief Medical Officer for Wales is that face coverings are recommended for all members of the public over 11 years in indoor settings in which social distancing cannot be maintained – which includes school and school transport.
As a result, when pupils and staff return to school, everybody will be expected to wear face coverings:
1. On school transport
2. When accessing and exiting the school site
3. During break and lunchtime
4. When moving between lessons.
The wearing of facemasks will not be mandatory in lessons, however, the final decision will be at the discretion of the teacher. According the most recent guidelines, pupils should not touch the front of the mask when removing it, bit instead they should remove it from the sides (with the elastic). Hands should then be washed or sanitised and the masks should be disposed of in the bin. Non-disposable masks should be kept in a plastic bag and washed at home before returning to school. Parents/guardians will be contacted immediately if a child refuses to wear a mask. Please contact the school if you believe that your child is exempt from wearing a mask. 

Classes

KS3 classes will stay in specified areas, in order to remain within their year group ‘bubble’ as much as possible. You can find the classroom details in the attached document for years 8 to 13. Pupils will need to go directly to their classroom when they arrive in school on the first day. 

Equipment

Pupils will need a pencil case with all relevant items (including, if possible, a glue stick) and we recommend that a small bottle of hand sanitiser is also included in their pencil case or in their school bag. Pupils will not be able to borrow supplies from school.

Safety

We have completed a thorough risk assessment in order to protect staff and pupils.  Pupils will be reminded of these arrangements upon their return. It remains extremely important that hands are cleaned thoroughly and that hand sanitiser is used. Pupils are expected to socially distance when in communal areas and to walk calmly around the school in single file, where that is possible. 

Visiting the school 

At the moment, it is not possible for parents to visit the school without an appointment. Please contact the reception if you wish to make an appointment to see a head of year. 

I would like to thank you for your understanding during these times. It is difficult to respond to ongoing changes, but we are confident that we are ready to offer a warm welcome to your child as they return to school.
